Executive summary of accomplishments

The Lundeen OSU Library Faculty Development Grant awarded $2898.49 to Laurie Bridges and Clara Llebot to hire a translator. Laurie and Clara are working on a research project to understand how librarians in Spain use Wikipedia as part of their jobs, specifically as an educational tool. We conducted 14 interviews, 11 of which were in Spanish. The translator that we hired with the Lundeen funds translated a total of 11 interviews, 41407 words. In order to minimize the expense we asked the translator to translate only the answers to the interview questions, as we can understand these pretty well. We are currently analyzing the interviews, and plan on writing a peer reviewed article.
