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I.  ACCOMPLISHMENTS and EVALUATION
I attended the Esri Developer Summit Europe conference in Berlin from November 3 – 6, 2019.  Esri is a Geographic Information Science technology company that provides extensive software and education for understanding place based analysis.  The Oregon Explorer uses a lot of Esri’s software and services via the OSU site license and has been an active participant Esri’s Education Development Centers. 

The three day conference was similar to the US version of the conference, yet quite a bit smaller, so there were fewer people and session options.  There were participants from over 41 countries and all presentations were in English.  

I participated in around 6 sessions each day and was impressed with the array of new content and applicable insights directly applicable to our software implementations with Oregon Explorer.  The most relevant take-a-ways for me were:
1. The maturation of the JavaScript API version 4.x.  Vast performance improvements and compelling support for 3D applications.

2. Ability to create dynamic custom base maps via vector tiling.  

3. Use of the open source KoopJS api to dynamically create feature services from most spatial data sources which may come in useful for our tools.
